In the New York SMSA vs. Board of08:49PM 25

In all the years that our08:51PM 8
firm and the principals of the applicant have been08:51PM 9
involved in land use matters, whether as08:51PM 10
professionals or principals, not once in more than08:51PM 11
100 years of collective experience has a municipal08:51PM 12
fire chief or deputy chief been compelled to testify08:51PM 13
to justify their opinions or have a member of the08:51PM 14
public attempt to impugn their integrity by08:51PM 15
suggesting that they have a business relationship08:51PM 16
with the applicant.08:51PM 17

As a reminder, your Fire Chief Schuster08:51PM 18
and Deputy Chief Fusco both testified that they have08:51PM 19
over 50 combined years of experience and collectively08:51PM 20
have been to several thousand fire calls; have08:51PM 21
previously responded to calls at the site without any08:51PM 22
problem; and that the applicant "worked everything08:51PM 23
out to their [Fire Department's] satisfaction,"08:51PM 24
regarding the proposed site plan.  And in response to08:51PM 25
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a question from board member Newman, they were 10008:51PM 1
percent confident in their ability to put out a fire.08:51PM 2

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parking is fully compliant with RSIS requirements,08:53PM 1
truck (deliveries/trash/fire) access, all acceptable;08:53PM 2
light poles, roof mechanicals, all addressed during08:53PM 3
the hearings to the satisfaction of your08:53PM 4
professionals.08:53PM 5

At the June 25th hearing, your planner,08:53PM 6
Richard Preiss testified, "So from a purely site plan08:53PM 7
point of view, if you assume the apartments were a08:53PM 8
permitted use in this particular district and you08:53PM 9
were converting the office and adding units, to me08:53PM 10
the site plan does make sense."08:53PM 11

Overdevelopment.  The project reduces08:53PM 12
traffic from the site and reduces the existing08:53PM 13
impervious coverage.  These are classic evidence that08:53PM 14
this proposal represents the opposite of08:53PM 15
overdevelopment.  Everything fits well on site and08:53PM 16
the plan is safe and efficient.  Keep in mind that08:53PM 17
the proposed density is consistent with the density08:53PM 18
recommended for the Broadway corridor through08:54PM 19
Highview, including this property, by the planning08:54PM 20
board and DMR for at least several years before the08:54PM 21
applicant purchased the property.08:54PM 22

Transit-oriented development.  Again,08:54PM 9
we look to Mr. Preiss' testimony.  "Is there a demand08:54PM 10
for units like this in the marketplace and would this08:54PM 11
be a good location, given its proximity to the train08:54PM 12
station?  I think the answer is yes."08:54PM 13

While Mr. Preiss questions whether08:55PM 14
there's any evidence of a substantial difficulty in08:55PM 15
attracting office tenants, I would note that there08:55PM 16
was testimony regarding the market by Mr. Charles08:55PM 17
Oppler, and observations by the Chair that there was08:55PM 18
no office market.08:55PM 19

Mr. Preiss, in this regard, agreed with08:55PM 20
Mr. Oppler that this proposal "would serve the needs08:55PM 21
of people, divorcees, people who are downsizing,08:55PM 22
millennials who are coming to town," and also08:55PM 23
testified that office use is predominantly along08:55PM 24
Chestnut Ridge Road.08:55PM 25
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As a legal matter, we think this would08:55PM 1

be of no consequence as the issue is whether the08:55PM 2
property is specially situated for the proposed use.08:55PM 3
Again, I would refer to Mr. Preiss, who testified:08:55PM 4
"However, I do understand that this is a suitable and08:55PM 5
attractive location for the proposed use."08:55PM 6

Use variance.  As per Mr. Preiss noted,08:55PM 7
the two prongs of Medici are whether the property is08:56PM 8
specially suited for the use and what Mr. Preiss08:56PM 9
termed the "Medici Reconciliation Test."08:56PM 10

I'd like to address the Medici08:56PM 11
Reconciliation Test first.08:56PM 12

In Medici, the Supreme Court said:08:56PM 13
"Such proofs and findings must satisfactorily08:56PM 14
reconcile the grant of a use variance with the08:56PM 15
ordinance's continued omission of the proposed use08:56PM 16
from those permitted in the zone and thereby provide08:56PM 17
a more substantive basis for the typically conclusory08:56PM 18
determination that the use variance "will not08:56PM 19
substantially impair the intent and purpose of the08:56PM 20
zone plan and zoning ordinance."08:56PM 21

The answer is simply that Woodcliff08:56PM 22
Lake has failed to adopt a master plan reexamination08:56PM 23
within the required ten years following its prior08:56PM 24
reexamination and pursuant to the Municipal Land Use08:56PM 25
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Law at Section 40:55D-89.1 states that the failure08:56PM 1
results in the rebuttable presumption that the08:57PM 2
borough's zoning ordinance is no longer valid.  As08:57PM 3
the Supreme Court said in Medici, the purpose of08:57PM 4
mandating reexamination is to inform the governing08:57PM 5
body of significant changes in the community since08:57PM 6
the last such reexamination.08:57PM 7

At Page 46 of his testimony, Mr. Preiss08:57PM 8
states and we agree, "One way of reconciling the08:57PM 9
grant of the variance in cases like this is where08:57PM 10
there has been a passage of time since the last08:57PM 11
master plan was done and the board can point to08:57PM 12
changed circumstances."08:57PM 13

You, as a board, cannot and must not08:57PM 14
rely on the inaction of the governing body to amend08:57PM 15
the zoning order to permit multifamily residential08:57PM 16
use in the Broadway corridor as a basis for08:57PM 17
concluding that we have not met the reconciliation08:57PM 18
test.08:57PM 19

On Page 63 of the transcript, Mr.08:57PM 20
Preiss agreed that there were "a lot of changed08:57PM 21
circumstances."08:58PM 22

So even if we look at the08:58PM 23
reconciliation and the passage of all this time08:58PM 24
without an effective master plan readopted in time,08:58PM 25
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without the presumption of validity on an ordinance,08:58PM 1
we still have changed circumstances, a lot of them,08:58PM 2
and Mr. Preiss agrees.08:58PM 3

He agrees as an aged population and he08:58PM 4
agrees as a trend towards developing transit-oriented08:58PM 5
developments, among others.08:58PM 6

This begs the question as to what has08:58PM 7
changed in the nearly two decades since Woodcliff08:58PM 8
Lake's 2002 master plan and ultimately the '0808:58PM 9
reexamination.08:58PM 10

A lot has changed.  We've seen it with08:58PM 11
the advances in technology and this term08:58PM 12
"millennial," which describes a whole younger08:58PM 13
generation with trends towards renting vs. purchasing08:58PM 14
a property.08:58PM 15

Mr. Preiss' argument fails because the08:58PM 16
governing body was never informed on the changes in08:58PM 17
Woodcliff Lake, as required under the Municipal Land08:58PM 18
Use Law.  This is by master plan reexamination, and08:58PM 19
the Woodcliff Lake Zoning Ordinance is presumed to no08:59PM 20
longer be valid.08:59PM 21

We caution that the mere conversation08:59PM 22
about the preparation of a current reexamination is08:59PM 23
not of any evidential value before this bored and08:59PM 24
fails to satisfy the requirements of the Municipal08:59PM 25
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Land Use Law.  You either have to have a08:59PM 1
reexamination or you're out.08:59PM 2

Regarding the use itself, Mr. Preiss08:59PM 3
testified as follows:08:59PM 4

"Is this a benefit to the borough,08:59PM 5
where nine additional units of affordable housing08:59PM 6
would assist with its unmet need obligation.  Yes,08:59PM 7
there would certainly be a benefit to that."08:59PM 8

"Mr. Burgis also talked about08:59PM 9
furthering the principle of smart growth.  He08:59PM 10
indicated that having a high density residential08:59PM 11
development located close to the train station and08:59PM 12
shopping, referred to as a 'transit-oriented08:59PM 13
development' would follow the principles of smart08:59PM 14
growth, which is encouraged by the state, that is,08:59PM 15
compact, walkable, environmentally sustainable,08:59PM 16
varied housing.  Yes, this project does fall within09:00PM 17
the purview of smart growth."09:00PM 18

Mr. Preiss agreed with Mr. Burgis that09:00PM 19
the project furthers the purposes of the state plan.09:00PM 20

Mr. Preiss observed that the09:00PM 21
transit-oriented design is a public policy with the09:00PM 22
State of New Jersey.09:00PM 23

Mr. Preiss testified that office use in09:00PM 24
Woodcliff Lake is predominantly along Chestnut Ridge09:00PM 25
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Road corridor.09:00PM 1

Mr. Preiss also testified that, other09:00PM 2
than the Medici Reconciliation Test, he believed that09:00PM 3
the negative criteria has been met and he has no09:00PM 4
problem with the height and bulk variance.  That's at09:00PM 5
Page 38 of his testimony.09:00PM 6

Mr. Preiss testified that the absence09:00PM 7
of mixed-use detracted from the special reasons under09:00PM 8
Medici.  We would note, (i), this is an existing09:00PM 9
office building with no ability to include retail09:00PM 10
along the Broadway corridor because of its height09:00PM 11
from the road; and (ii), Mr. Preiss offers no facts09:00PM 12
upon which he makes this opinion.  We'd say it's a09:00PM 13
net opinion.09:01PM 14

Advancement of land use purposes:  As09:01PM 15
just stated, Mr. Preiss agrees that we advance at09:01PM 16
least two purposes of the state law, through our09:01PM 17
Transit-Oriented Design and by providing the 1509:01PM 18
percent affordable units.09:01PM 19

In addition to advancing these two09:01PM 20
goals, we also:  1.  Preserve residential areas09:01PM 21
surrounding us; 2.  Appropriately use the land in a09:01PM 22
manner that complements the community as a whole (via09:01PM 23
our proximity to the train station); 3.  We do09:01PM 24
provide adequate light, air, and open space; 4.  We09:01PM 25
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do preserve natural features; 5.  We do encourage09:01PM 1
improvements to the Broadway business district and09:01PM 2
linkage to the train station; and 6.  We do preserve09:01PM 3

You need one of these purposes to09:01PM 5
satisfy this element of the positive criteria.  We09:01PM 6
have 6, 7, you only need to choose one; Mr. Preiss09:01PM 7
agrees with two.09:02PM 8

I would also note that parenthetically09:02PM 9
we believe a case can be made for the use variance09:02PM 10
based upon a hardship and special reasons, that is09:02PM 11
the office use is no longer suitable or viable.  This09:02PM 12
would be based on the testimony of Mr. Oppler, the09:02PM 13
comments of the Chair, and Mr. Preiss.09:02PM 14

In addition, Mr. Preiss acknowledged09:02PM 15
that the design of the office building was from the09:02PM 16
'70s and '80s and no longer competitive.  The most09:02PM 17
that Mr. Preiss was able to say on this issue was09:02PM 18
that he did not hear testimony that it was09:02PM 19
"absolutely impossible to convert it for an office09:02PM 20
use."  Respectfully, absolute impossibility is not09:02PM 21
the Medici hardship test.09:02PM 22

Lastly, we ask you to turn your09:02PM 23
attention to the multifamily affordable housing09:02PM 24
project comprised of portions of Block 2501 and Block09:02PM 25
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2602, which I will call the "affordable housing09:02PM 1
property" for ease of reference, separated from 18809:02PM 2
Broadway by one block and Highview Avenue.  Although09:03PM 3
188 Broadway is closer to the train station than the09:03PM 4
affordable housing property, Mr. Preiss09:03PM 5
differentiates the properties on two bases.09:03PM 6

The first is that the affordable09:03PM 7
housing was zoned for the governing body for09:03PM 8
multifamily use.  This is a circular argument, and,09:03PM 9
in any event, has been refuted above.09:03PM 10

The second differentiation is that the09:03PM 11
affordable housing property is 100 percent affordable09:03PM 12
housing and part of the Fair Share Plan.09:03PM 13

While Mr. Preiss states that a 10009:03PM 14
percent affordable housing project would be09:03PM 15
inherently beneficial, nowhere in this entire09:03PM 16
testimony does he differentiate the affordable09:03PM 17
housing property from 188 Broadway based on location09:03PM 18
or use of the respective properties.  The09:03PM 19
differentiation is based solely on the income level09:03PM 20
of the occupants.09:03PM 21

In Mr. Preiss' area in need of09:03PM 22
redevelopment study dated June 20, 2018, which he09:03PM 23
commented on, he wrote "The site's location adjacent09:04PM 24
to the train station and its potential inclusion in09:04PM 25
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an overall plan for transit-oriented development09:04PM 1
although the Broadway corridor established the09:04PM 2
designation of this area as consistent with smart09:04PM 3
growth principles; i.e., creating a walkable09:04PM 4
neighborhood with connections to transit choices and09:04PM 5
building within established community areas."09:04PM 6

That's exactly what we have, we have09:04PM 7
the identical thing.09:04PM 8

That statement addresses the use and09:04PM 9
the location as is as true today for 188 Broadway as09:04PM 10
it is for the affordable housing property last year.09:04PM 11

Negative criteria.  Mr. Price does not09:04PM 12
contradict Mr. Burgis' testimony that the application09:04PM 13
met the negative criteria.  Any assertion that the09:04PM 14
proposed project substantially impairs the intent and09:04PM 15
purpose of the zone plan and scheme is refuted by the09:04PM 16
fact that the Woodcliff Lake Zoning Ordinance is09:04PM 17
presumed no longer to be valid.09:04PM 18

We believe that when you consider the09:04PM 19
undisputed facts, not the conjecture -- everyone is09:05PM 20
entitled to opinion, they're not entitled to their09:05PM 21
own set of facts -- if you stick to the facts of this09:05PM 22
case, you will come to the conclusion that this09:05PM 23
project meets the Medici criteria for a use variance09:05PM 24
and furthers the appropriate development of the09:05PM 25
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Broadway corridor.09:05PM 1

I thank you for your time, and I would09:05PM 2
respectfully request a vote in the affirmative.09:05PM 3

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.  I have some09:05PM 4
comments and instructions to the board.09:05PM 5

MR. NEWMAN:  I have a couple of09:05PM 6
questions.09:05PM 7

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Okay.09:05PM 8
MR. NEWMAN:  Mr. Delia?09:05PM 9
MR. DELIA:  Yes.09:05PM 10
MR. NEWMAN:  Are you seeking the09:05PM 11

variances under the hardship standard or not?09:05PM 12
MR. DELIA:  We are reserving that.  We09:05PM 13

are keeping all of our elements open.  That's not a09:05PM 14
primary argument but it's a secondary argument.09:05PM 15

MR. NEWMAN:  So tell me and point to09:05PM 16
the record who testified that the existing use as an09:05PM 17
office building is no longer feasible?  Because I09:06PM 18
don't recall any of that testimony.09:06PM 19

MR. DELIA:  Well, we have, actually,09:06PM 20
even Chairwoman Hembree mentioned it and I'm going to09:06PM 21
--09:06PM 22

MR. HAYES:  I recall opinions, but I09:06PM 23
don't recall actual evidence.09:06PM 24

MR. NEWMAN:  Let me tell you09:06PM 25
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specifically.09:06PM 1

MR. DELIA:  All right.09:06PM 2
MR. NEWMAN:  I remember at the09:06PM 3

beginning of this application that there was no09:06PM 4
testimony that the building was actually vacant, and09:06PM 5
I don't recall any testimony from anybody that we've09:06PM 6
tried to rent this building, we've tried to put09:06PM 7
people in the building and it hasn't worked.09:06PM 8

MR. DELIA:  We don't have any of that09:06PM 9
in front of you.09:06PM 10

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  And, also, I know you09:06PM 11
commented on Mr. Preiss' testimony, but I believe his09:06PM 12
testimony was that you did not establish any hardship09:06PM 13
by way of the testimony and his testimony was that he09:06PM 14
did not believe there was a hardship established.09:06PM 15

MR. DELIA:  And I haven't said that.  I09:06PM 16
haven't put those words in his mouth.09:06PM 17

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.  Well, I thought09:06PM 18
you made some comment.09:06PM 19

MR. DELIA:  No, I made my own argument.09:06PM 20
I didn't put those words in his mouth.09:06PM 21

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.09:06PM 22
So I have a few comments.09:07PM 23
The master plan reexamination was done09:07PM 24

December 2008.  When this application was filed in09:07PM 25
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the spring of 2018, that master plan reexamination09:07PM 1
was not ten years old.  It wasn't mentioned during09:07PM 2
any of the testimony, and it came up during the cross09:07PM 3
examination of Mr. Preiss.09:07PM 4

While Mr. Delia's comments can be09:07PM 5
considered by the board, it's not testimony.  His09:07PM 6
recollection of the facts and testimony may be09:07PM 7
different from what you recall hearing.  You should09:07PM 8
go by what you recall being said, especially if it09:07PM 9
differs from what Mr. Delia said, particularly with09:07PM 10
regard to the testimony of Richard Preiss.09:07PM 11

Although I'm not going to comment about09:08PM 12
a lot of the testimony, Mr. Preiss did comment on09:08PM 13
Page 85 of his testimony that he did not consider09:08PM 14
this use and the affordable housing component to be09:08PM 15
an inherently beneficial use.09:08PM 16

To quote him:  "So your project is not09:08PM 17
an inherently beneficial use."09:08PM 18

So, again, I'm not going to go over all09:08PM 19
of the testimony, but some of those are outstanding09:08PM 20
points.09:08PM 21

There's no mention of our master plan09:08PM 22
goals, which includes preserving the residential09:08PM 23
character of the community and preventing urban09:08PM 24
sprawl.09:08PM 25
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You heard Mr. Preiss' testimony last.09:08PM 1

He talked -- and I'm not going to say what Mr. Delia09:08PM 2
said was all inaccurate, he did not have issues with09:09PM 3
regard to the bulk requirements, but he did testify09:09PM 4
extensively with regard to the mayor and council and09:09PM 5
their review of the Broadway corridor and what the09:09PM 6
law is under the Medici standard with regard to a09:09PM 7
situation like this when there's a use variance.09:09PM 8

I'm going to discuss with you what the09:09PM 9
requirements are and what the burden is of an09:09PM 10
applicant when they're seeking a use variance,09:09PM 11
because planning is better done by ordinance rather09:09PM 12
than by variance, and that's why, unless an applicant09:09PM 13
can meet all of the burdens that are set forth in the09:09PM 14
statutes and according to case law, then the board09:09PM 15
can act favorably.09:10PM 16

If the board feels as though the09:10PM 17
applicant has met all of the proofs required for the09:10PM 18
granting of the variance, the board can grant them.09:10PM 19

Now, there are in this application,09:10PM 20
what we call (c) variances, which are the bulk09:10PM 21
variances that include the height and the setback09:10PM 22
requirement, the front yards, etc.09:10PM 23

And then we have what we call the (d)09:10PM 24
variances, and those are just referenced in the09:10PM 25
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paragraphs in the Municipal Land Use Law, so we09:10PM 1
lawyers say (c) variances and (d) variances, because09:10PM 2
they're under different paragraphs.09:10PM 3

Mr. Preiss spoke extensively about the09:10PM 4
requirement, the Medici reconciliation; in other09:10PM 5
words, one of the requirements of applicant is to09:10PM 6
show and explain that this use is prohibited in the09:10PM 7
zone and the mayor and council has omitted this use09:11PM 8
from this zone.  And he went over, and I'm not going09:11PM 9
to go over all his testimony, but all of the09:11PM 10
instances where the mayor and council reviewed09:11PM 11
Broadway.  And he went back to 2002, the master plan,09:11PM 12
he went over the 2008 reexamination, the Broadway09:11PM 13
corridor studies, the affordable housing settlement09:11PM 14
where an overlay was considered and was not included09:11PM 15
in the Broadway area, as well as review and09:11PM 16
discussions about whether to rezone on Broadway.  So09:11PM 17
I'm generalizing, you can recall his specific09:11PM 18
testimony with regard to that.09:11PM 19

And he referred to that as the Medici09:11PM 20
reconciliation.  And that's what this board would09:11PM 21
have to reconcile, that the mayor and council did not09:12PM 22
include it in the zoning ordinance and had looked at09:12PM 23
it.09:12PM 24

And in that light, Mr. Preiss tells you09:12PM 25
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you have to look and see, you know, what the mayor09:12PM 1
and council had done and whether there are changed09:12PM 2
circumstances that could warrant that.  And that's at09:12PM 3
the discretion of the board to determine whether you09:12PM 4
can reconcile that the mayor and council has not09:12PM 5
provided for this use in that zone.09:12PM 6

Now, that being said --09:12PM 7
MR. NEWMAN:  I do have one more09:12PM 8

question.09:12PM 9
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Go right ahead.09:12PM 10
MR. NEWMAN:  Because I know Mr. Burgis09:12PM 11

testified a lot about these reports and allegedly09:12PM 12
what was contained in these reports, but I don't09:12PM 13
think these reports were ever entered into evidence.09:12PM 14

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Well, what do you09:12PM 15
mean?09:12PM 16

MR. NEWMAN:  The reports themselves.09:12PM 17
MR. DELIA:  They're all public record.09:13PM 18

They're all adopted and they're on your website.09:13PM 19
MR. NEWMAN:  But we don't have them.09:13PM 20
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  But he testified about09:13PM 21

them.  You have his testimony.09:13PM 22
MR. DELIA:  You don't have the09:13PM 23

ordinance in front of you either.09:13PM 24
MR. NEWMAN:  Right, but isn't it09:13PM 25
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hearsay?09:13PM 1

If we don't have the reports as part of09:13PM 2
this application, then Mr. Burgis is testifying about09:13PM 3
the content of the reports and quoting from the09:13PM 4
reports, and the reason why I bring it up is, and,09:13PM 5
Mr. Delia, you'll correct me if I'm wrong, I remember09:13PM 6
hearing something about what was being evaluated in09:13PM 7
the reexamination of the master plan was like we have09:13PM 8
down the street, where we have commercial on the09:13PM 9
bottom and then apartments on top, and I'm confused09:13PM 10
by that, because I haven't read it anywhere in any of09:13PM 11
the reports, and that's different than strictly09:13PM 12
residential housing, Mr. Delia.09:14PM 13

MR. DELIA:  Yes, if I can just comment09:14PM 14
on this.09:14PM 15

Everything that was commented on was09:14PM 16
not only commented on by Mr. Burgis but by Mr.09:14PM 17
Preiss.  They made reference to the master plan, the09:14PM 18
master plan reexamination, and the different studies.09:14PM 19
Not report necessarily but studies.  These were09:14PM 20
documents that were before the mayor and council or09:14PM 21
in the case of the master plan reexamination and the09:14PM 22
master plan, before the planning board, they voted on09:14PM 23
them.  They became public record, public policy of09:14PM 24
the borough.  They're readily available online, and09:14PM 25
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they have the same evidential impact or importance or09:14PM 1
relevance as the zoning ordinance itself.  You can09:14PM 2
look that up online as well.  They've made reference09:14PM 3
to them.  We've commented on them for purposes of09:14PM 4
analyzing this application.  They're public record,09:14PM 5
and it's not evidence that needs to be produced at09:14PM 6
this hearing.  That's my position on them, it's09:14PM 7
public record.09:14PM 8

MR. NEWMAN:  We can agree that it09:14PM 9
hasn't been produced here.  I know your argument,09:14PM 10
it's public record, but it hasn't been produced here.09:15PM 11

MR. DELIA:  That's correct.  There's no09:15PM 12
quarrel over that.09:15PM 13

MR. NEWMAN:  Sorry to interrupt.09:15PM 14
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  That's all right.09:15PM 15
It was reviewed by both experts who09:15PM 16

reviewed the master plan and testified under oath09:15PM 17
about it.  Perhaps we may have different opinions,09:15PM 18
which they are permitted to give because they are09:15PM 19
qualified as experts.09:15PM 20

Okay.  So with that being said, I'd09:15PM 21
like to just briefly go over what the legal09:15PM 22
requirements are in an application such as this.09:15PM 23

With regard to (c) variances, the09:15PM 24
application has the following burden:09:15PM 25
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The applicant must show a peculiar and09:15PM 1

exceptional practical difficulty or exceptional undue09:15PM 2
hardship arising out of -- this is not the use of the09:15PM 3
property -- exceptional narrowness, shallowness, or09:16PM 4
shape of a specific piece of property or by reason of09:16PM 5
exceptional topographic conditions or physical09:16PM 6
features uniquely affecting the property, or by09:16PM 7
reason of extraordinary and exceptional situation09:16PM 8
affecting the specific piece of property or the09:16PM 9
structures lawfully existing thereon.09:16PM 10

The hardship must relate to a specific09:16PM 11
piece of property, not personal hardship or financial09:16PM 12
hardship.09:16PM 13

Most (c) variances such as this involve09:16PM 14
properties that have front or rear setbacks that09:16PM 15
can't be met or odd shaped lots or unusual topography09:16PM 16
they make for practical difficulty.09:16PM 17

In addition to that, for the (c)09:16PM 18
variances, I'm not talking about (d) yet, the09:16PM 19
applicant bears the burden of proving both the09:16PM 20
positive and the negative criteria.09:16PM 21

The positive criteria is the benefit or09:17PM 22
benefits to a municipality, and the benefits should09:17PM 23
outweigh any negatives.09:17PM 24

The negative criteria provides that09:17PM 25
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relief cannot be granted unless it can be granted09:17PM 1
without substantial detriment to the public good and09:17PM 2
unless it will not substantially impair the intent09:17PM 3
and purpose of the zone plan and the zoning09:17PM 4
ordinance.09:17PM 5

Now, those are for the (c) variances.09:17PM 6
MR. DELIA:  Mr. Princiotto, can I just09:17PM 7

weigh in for one second?09:17PM 8
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Yes.09:17PM 9
MR. DELIA:  There is actually a third09:17PM 10

way to get a (c) variance approved, and that is as09:17PM 11
Mr. Burgis testified here, it can be subsumed into09:17PM 12
the grant of the use variance.  So there's a third09:17PM 13
element or third way to proof out a (c) variance, and09:17PM 14
it's through being subsumed by the use.  I just want09:17PM 15
to get that out at this point.09:17PM 16

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.09:17PM 17
I'll go over the variances specifically09:18PM 18

that are being requested in this application, and,09:18PM 19
Mr. Delia, you can hear me on that too, make sure09:18PM 20
that I got that right.09:18PM 21

Now, a (d) variance is different.  The09:18PM 22
proofs are different.09:18PM 23

For a (d) variance, the statute09:18PM 24
provides for additional proofs, including, and you've09:18PM 25
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heard some testimony about this, special reasons.09:18PM 1

The reason for this additional09:18PM 2
requirement is that there is a strong legislative09:18PM 3
policy favoring land use planning by ordinance rather09:18PM 4
than by variance.09:18PM 5

And special reasons include uses that09:18PM 6
are inherently beneficial.09:18PM 7

One again, you heard Mr. Preiss'09:18PM 8
testimony with regard to his opinion on whether or09:18PM 9
not the affordable housing component or element was09:18PM 10
inherently beneficial in this application.09:19PM 11

Special reasons can include a proposed09:19PM 12
project that carries out a purpose of zoning, which09:19PM 13
is set forth in Municipal Land Use Law, and may09:19PM 14
include that a site is particularly suited for the09:19PM 15
use.09:19PM 16

Again, it's up to the board to make its09:19PM 17
own determination.09:19PM 18

In order to grant a variance under09:19PM 19
paragraph (d), including this use variance, an09:19PM 20
applicant must show with an enhanced quality of proof09:19PM 21
that the variance sought is not inconsistent with the09:19PM 22
incident and the purposes of the master plan and09:19PM 23
zoning ordinance.09:19PM 24

And, for a use variance, must09:19PM 25
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reconcile, this is the Medici reconciliation, must09:19PM 1
reconcile the proposed use with the zoning ordinance09:19PM 2
is omission of a use of that permitted in the09:19PM 3
district.  In addition, for a (d) variance there must09:19PM 4
be five affirmative votes.09:20PM 5

Now I'm going to go over what the09:20PM 6
variances or briefly what the application is about.09:20PM 7
The application is for 60 multiple dwelling units in09:20PM 8
building #1, 36 residential units, originally as09:20PM 9
proposed 28 one-bedroom and 8 two-bedroom.  And in09:20PM 10
building #2, 24 units, 18 one-bedroom and 609:20PM 11
two-bedroom.  However, as noted by Richard Preiss,09:20PM 12
with our set aside ordinance and pursuant to our09:20PM 13
settlement agreement, Fair Share Housing, they would09:20PM 14
have to provide nine affordable housing units and two09:20PM 15
of those nine must be three bedroom units.  The09:20PM 16
applicant has stated, although not originally, that09:21PM 17
they will abide by the terms of the set aside09:21PM 18
ordinance and the affordable housing settlement.09:21PM 19

Okay.  Now the variances.  The use09:21PM 20
variance, which is a (d) variance, is for a new09:21PM 21
multifamily residential building, to convert an09:21PM 22
existing building in an S-O zone.  That's a special09:21PM 23
office district zone.  That's the zone that this09:21PM 24
property is located in.09:21PM 25
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The second variance is a height09:21PM 1

variance to permit three stories for building #2, and09:21PM 2
the limit is 2 1/2 stories, so they need that height09:21PM 3
variance.09:21PM 4

An interior parking lot landscaping09:21PM 5
variance.  They are required to have 1,320 square09:21PM 6
feet, and they are proposing 185 square feet.09:22PM 7

MR. DELIA:  That was reduced to zero09:22PM 8
after the FD-1 exhibit was submitted.09:22PM 9

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Reduced to zero?09:22PM 10
MR. DELIA:  Correct.09:22PM 11
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  I have some comments09:22PM 12

on the site plan too, but I'll get to that later.09:22PM 13
MR. NEWMAN:  The height variance, is it09:22PM 14

more or less than ten percent?09:22PM 15
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  It's a story, it's not09:22PM 16

a height variance.09:22PM 17
MR. NEWMAN:  The height they're okay?09:22PM 18
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Yes.  It's three09:22PM 19

stories.09:22PM 20
And another variance they're seeking is09:22PM 21

to confirm the preexisting nonconforming front yard09:22PM 22
with the (c) variance setback.  For building #1, they09:22PM 23
are required to have 35 feet, they only have 34.1, so09:22PM 24
it's a .9-foot variance that they're seeking.  And09:22PM 25
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also to confirm the setback from the street09:22PM 1
centerline -- these are preexisting conditions -- 7009:23PM 2
feet is required from the center street line, the09:23PM 3
existing is 65.6 feet, they need a variance for 4.409:23PM 4
feet, that's for building #1.09:23PM 5

There are also waivers that are being09:23PM 6
requested, and these are standards in our site plan09:23PM 7
review ordinance.  And they are seeking the waiver09:23PM 8
for our parking stall dimensions.  They are providing09:23PM 9
9'x18', and our standard is 10'x20'.09:23PM 10

They're asking for a waiver of the main09:23PM 11
approach, the walkways to the building, the grade,09:23PM 12
they are proposing a five percent slope as opposed to09:24PM 13
the ordinance, which requires only a four percent09:24PM 14
grade.09:24PM 15

And then there is also, and, Evan,09:24PM 16
correct me if I'm wrong on any of this, there was a09:24PM 17
waiver requested with regard to swales along the09:24PM 18
southerly portion of the property with a grade of one09:24PM 19
percent; the permitted slope along swales is two09:24PM 20
percent.09:24PM 21

There may be some other open items in09:24PM 22
the Neglia review letter.  If they are and the board09:24PM 23
is to grant the application, it will be subject to09:24PM 24
any other open comments.09:24PM 25
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I think there are some issues or at09:24PM 1
least there would be conditions, one was the turning09:24PM 2
radius for the fire truck apparatus.  I believe Evan09:24PM 3
Jacobs was still looking for some additional09:24PM 4
information with regard to that, so any approval that09:25PM 5
would be granted by the board would be conditional on09:25PM 6
satisfying the requests of the borough engineer.09:25PM 7

I believe also that you need an09:25PM 8
additional parking space because of the affordable09:25PM 9
housing units, that requires --09:25PM 10

MR. DELIA:  Again, we discussed that,09:25PM 11
presuming we get approved, we'd either have to adjust09:25PM 12
our bedroom count, get rid of a couple of two09:25PM 13
bedrooms or seek a de minimis waiver or something09:25PM 14
along those lines, so that would have to be09:25PM 15
determined.  We're amenable to any and all of those09:25PM 16
suggestions, Mr. Princiotto.09:25PM 17

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  So I'm saying it to09:25PM 18
you so it's on the record.09:25PM 19

MR. DELIA:  Yes.09:25PM 20
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  If you obtain09:25PM 21

approval, it will be a condition.  You have to09:25PM 22
satisfy that.09:25PM 23

MR. DELIA:  I want to be clear on the09:25PM 24
record, we do agree.09:25PM 25
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MR. PRINCIOTTO:  All right.  Fine.  And09:25PM 1
that somehow it has to be addressed.09:25PM 2

MR. DELIA:  Yes.09:25PM 3
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.  As well as the09:25PM 4

details of the units, if they're 2 three-bedrooms and09:25PM 5
what's the mix of the other six.09:26PM 6

MR. DELIA:  Agreed.09:26PM 7
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Parking has to be09:26PM 8

addressed.  Okay.  All right.09:26PM 9
And I know that the email from our09:26PM 10

Shade Tree Commission, but it would be conditional09:26PM 11
upon approval --09:26PM 12

MR. DELIA:  Yes.09:26PM 13
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Of the Shade Tree09:26PM 14

Commission as well.09:26PM 15
MR. DELIA:  And I believe Mr. Clark09:26PM 16

even testified at a subsequent meeting that he did09:26PM 17
connect with Mr. Bosch, and we do agree.09:26PM 18

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  He did, and the reply09:26PM 19
we got from Mr. Bosch was something to the effect09:26PM 20
that, you know, we understand each other, and I don't09:26PM 21
know what that means, but we have to make that a09:26PM 22
condition as well.09:26PM 23

MR. DELIA:  We agree to all reasonable09:26PM 24
conditions, especially as it relates to what came up09:26PM 25
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during the context of the hearing, what we've09:26PM 1
stipulated in the record already.09:26PM 2

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Okay.  And, of course,09:26PM 3
conditional upon any stipulations that were made09:26PM 4
during the course of the hearing.  I'm not going to09:26PM 5
repeat them, they're on the record.09:27PM 6

MR. DELIA:  There are a number of them.09:27PM 7
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  And it would be09:27PM 8

subject to that.09:27PM 9
So any additional comments, Mr. Delia?09:27PM 10
MR. DELIA:  No, I think you've covered09:27PM 11

it.  Thank you.09:27PM 12
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  So that's the nature09:27PM 13

of the application.  Those are the variances that are09:27PM 14
being requested.  And it's time for the board to09:27PM 15
consider the application.09:27PM 16

Take a short break?09:27PM 17
CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Yes.  I have to09:27PM 18

My main thought is that this09:38PM 9
application, and I want to make sure that everybody09:38PM 10
agrees with me, this application is not a permitted09:38PM 11
use in this zone, and for me that's a crucial09:38PM 12
statement.  I, as a member of the zoning board, do09:38PM 13
not create and change ordinances.  Our job is to hear09:38PM 14
requests for variances from those ordinances.  So09:39PM 15
what are you all thinking?09:39PM 16

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  You want to go around09:39PM 17
the dais?09:39PM 18

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Well, I'd like to09:39PM 19
take one from this side, one from that side, whoever09:39PM 20
feels comfortable talking, please.09:39PM 21

MR. HAYES:  Sure.  I'll follow-up for09:39PM 22
you there.  Something that's been talked about over09:39PM 23
the past few meetings is the Medici reconciliation.09:39PM 24
I personally cannot reconcile the fact that the09:39PM 25
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council and the planning board have taken this issue09:39PM 1
up, and not actually this issue specifically, because09:39PM 2
they haven't even discussed residential use the09:39PM 3
Broadway corridor, they've discussed mixed use on the09:39PM 4
Broadway corridor and specifically decided not to09:39PM 5
take action.  So I can't reconcile that with us09:39PM 6
taking action to essentially further any type of a09:40PM 7
broader expanse of Broadway development that was09:40PM 8
specifically not addressed by the council and09:40PM 9
planning board.09:40PM 10

As far as changed circumstances are09:40PM 11
concerned, I don't know how much has changed in the09:40PM 12
last two years since the council and the planning09:40PM 13
board have taken this up and decided not to do09:40PM 14
anything with it.  So I would agree with you,09:40PM 15
Chairwoman Hembree.09:40PM 16

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Thank you.09:40PM 17
MR. NEWMAN:  Chairwoman Hembree, I09:40PM 18

would add that I really didn't hear any testimony09:40PM 19
throughout the course of this hearing that the09:40PM 20
existing use is a challenge.  I haven't heard that09:40PM 21
they've tried to rent it and they can't.  In fact, my09:40PM 22
recollection, and I could be wrong, is that at the09:40PM 23
beginning of this application, there was actually09:41PM 24
portions of it were rented.  I don't think that's the09:41PM 25
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only basis that the applicant is seeking the09:41PM 1
variances under, but I think at least under that09:41PM 2
standard, I don't think there's been satisfactory09:41PM 3
proof that the purpose for which this property is09:41PM 4
zoned is obsolete.  Just because on Chestnut Ridge09:41PM 5
Road they have office space, doesn't mean that this09:41PM 6
building, which has been occupied, at least in my09:41PM 7
opinion, until at least the start of the application,09:41PM 8
can't be occupied for its existing use.  And I agree09:41PM 9
that it's zoned differently.09:41PM 10

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  John?09:41PM 11
MR. SPIRIG:  So I would say there's a09:41PM 12

lot of issues.  I'm sure everybody is going to have09:41PM 13
issues that are more important to them than others,09:42PM 14
but there's two things in particular that hit me.09:42PM 15

No. 1, the construction of the second09:42PM 16
building is a complete nonstarter for me.  How you09:42PM 17
can construct residential facilities for people to09:42PM 18
live in and have no open space, green space or09:42PM 19
anything provided for the people who are going to be09:42PM 20
living in Woodcliff Lake and have nothing like that,09:42PM 21
is beyond me.  So to me, just the whole concept of09:42PM 22
putting in that second building for the purposes of09:42PM 23
just getting something built in every piece of open09:42PM 24
available space just doesn't jive with me at all.09:42PM 25
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That's No. 1.09:42PM 1

No. 2, my recollection of what Richard09:42PM 2
Preiss said last week is a little different than what09:42PM 3
was summarized by Mr. Delia.  And my recollection was09:42PM 4
that it sounded to me like he, as the planner for the09:42PM 5
planning board and for the council, has been working09:43PM 6
diligently to try to come to some conclusion on what09:43PM 7
to do with the Broadway corridor.09:43PM 8

And it was very clear to me that one of09:43PM 9
the things that he did not plan to do is to put in09:43PM 10
residential units like this.  They talk about mixed09:43PM 11
use, they talk about restaurants, they talk about a09:43PM 12
variety of different things, but they never talk09:43PM 13
about residential units like this.  So I think it's09:43PM 14
completely off the path of what the plans are for the09:43PM 15
borough.  For us to make that decision is a huge09:43PM 16
decision to kind of lead the way as to what comes09:43PM 17
next over on Broadway, which, quite frankly, I don't09:43PM 18
agree that we should be doing that.09:43PM 19

MR. HAYES:  Just to kind of reiterate,09:43PM 20
I agree with Mr. Spirig, this is a decision that's09:43PM 21
right for the council and the planning board and not09:44PM 22
the zoning board.  This isn't the first time we've09:44PM 23
been confronted with an issue like this.09:44PM 24

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Right.09:44PM 25
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MS. EFFRON-MALLEY:  I think that what09:44PM 1

Mr. Hayes said is true.  You know, there have been a09:44PM 2
lot of different studies that have gone on Broadway09:44PM 3
corridor.  The looking at overlay zoning on Broadway,09:44PM 4
which didn't happen.  It's currently inconsistent09:44PM 5
with ordinances.  I don't see where things are09:44PM 6
changing.  The mayor and council considered uses, did09:44PM 7
not approve multifamily.  I don't think that change09:44PM 8
is necessarily bad, but I don't think this is the09:44PM 9
right change that we want to see.09:44PM 10

I think planning is better done by the09:44PM 11
mayor and council and by the planning board.  We need09:45PM 12
to go in that direction, instead of making major09:45PM 13
changes to the town by ordinance.09:45PM 14

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  By variance.09:45PM 15
MS. EFFRON-MALLEY:  By variance.  I'm09:45PM 16

sorry.09:45PM 17
MR. NEWMAN:  Madam Chairwoman, I was09:45PM 18

commenting on the issue that you had raised.  When it09:45PM 19
comes to the application itself I have some other09:45PM 20
comments, but I just want to give other people a09:45PM 21
chance to speak first.09:45PM 22

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Okay.  Anybody09:45PM 23
else like to speak and state some thoughts?09:45PM 24

MS. YETEMIAN:  As an alternate, I agree09:45PM 25
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with what has been said so far.09:45PM 1
CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  I think the other09:45PM 2

issue for me is that it it's not just about the09:45PM 3
Broadway corridor, that's not a separate part of09:45PM 4
Woodcliff Lake, it's part of an entire community, and09:45PM 5
if you could discuss the issues of zoning on a much09:45PM 6
broader scale and include everybody in this town, not09:46PM 7
just one section of the town, because one side or one09:46PM 8
street has an impact on everybody else.09:46PM 9

MR. NEWMAN:  So --09:46PM 10
CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Go ahead, Gary.09:46PM 11
MR. NEWMAN:  No one having volunteered,09:46PM 12

going once, going twice, sold.09:46PM 13
I have some issues with this particular09:46PM 14

project, and for the purpose of this, let's just09:46PM 15
assume for the sake of this discussion, I mean, it is09:46PM 16
surrounded by a residential district.  There are09:46PM 17
people there.  There are homes.  The use proposed is09:46PM 18
residential use.09:46PM 19

The bigger issue that I have has to do09:46PM 20
with the density that's proposed and the number of09:46PM 21
units that's proposed, and I really have a very09:46PM 22
difficult time reconciling Mr. Burgis' testimony09:46PM 23
with, for lack of a better term, what I perceive to09:47PM 24
be the community that we live in.09:47PM 25
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So Mr. Burgis is referencing a lot of09:47PM 1
empty-nesters, and he's saying that people whose kids09:47PM 2
go off to school, they want to sell their home, they09:47PM 3
want to stay in the community, they're going to09:47PM 4
somehow move to this particular project.09:47PM 5

But we're talking about 60 units, and I09:47PM 6
actually did the math, if I can find it, and the09:47PM 7
total lot size is 154,383 square feet, which, if you09:47PM 8
break that down per unit, you're looking at 2,57309:47PM 9
square feet per unit and you're also looking at lot09:47PM 10
coverage of 42.4 percent.09:48PM 11

Now, I don't expect that if somebody is09:48PM 12
going to build a project that consists of apartment09:48PM 13
units, for lack of a better term, that you're going09:48PM 14
to have the same percentages, the same square footage09:48PM 15
as someone who lives in a home, even though it's09:48PM 16
behind it or relatively near I think is the R-1509:48PM 17
zone.  But I just think that the density that's being09:48PM 18
proposed here, especially with the second building,09:48PM 19
is a far greater density than I think the council09:48PM 20
would really consider for this kind of a zone09:48PM 21
generally.  I think there's a large distinction09:48PM 22
between what has been talked about in the town for a09:48PM 23
long period of time of putting apartments over09:48PM 24
commercial, over businesses, and making it more of a09:48PM 25
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downtown feel, versus simply building a whole bunch09:48PM 1
of apartment units outside the zone for which it's09:49PM 2
permitted, which doesn't seem to be fueling in the09:49PM 3
zone.  And I can tell you that while there's really09:49PM 4
no guidance from an ordinance for this kind of zone09:49PM 5
within town, other towns have such ordinances.  For09:49PM 6
example, I know Lincoln Park permits a minimum of09:49PM 7
five acres, 10 units per acre, if you want to build09:49PM 8
these kinds of units.09:49PM 9

There's no guidance.  There's no09:49PM 10
minimum lot size.  There's no units that the council09:49PM 11
has recommended.  I mean, frankly, I don't think09:49PM 12
somebody who sells their 4,000-square foot house,09:49PM 13
while they certainly want to downsize, I don't think09:49PM 14
it means downsizing into an 800-square foot09:49PM 15
apartment.  I just don't see the number of units with09:49PM 16
this particular use being compatible with the09:50PM 17
testimony of Mr. Burgis, who's trying to sell this,09:50PM 18
for lack of a better term, as you live in Woodcliff09:50PM 19
Lake, it's going to provide a benefit to the09:50PM 20
community, you're going to stay in Woodcliff Lake and09:50PM 21
you're going to downsize.09:50PM 22

I don't see that.09:50PM 23
CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Anybody else?09:50PM 24
What is your recommendation?  Do people09:50PM 25
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have to have a positive resolution or a negative09:50PM 1
resolution?09:50PM 2

MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Whatever motion anyone09:50PM 3
wants to make.  First determine whether or not anyone09:50PM 4
has any additional comments about the application.09:50PM 5
Gary made a lot of comments.09:50PM 6

MS. FENDIAN:  I have a comment.  And my09:50PM 7
comment is not very scientific, but my comment is09:50PM 8
more, we're here to support and talk for all of the09:51PM 9
community of Woodcliff Lake, for all the residents,09:51PM 10
and to support them, to see if what's proposed is in09:51PM 11
our advantage.09:51PM 12

From all the testimony that I heard, I09:51PM 13
didn't hear anything that was almost even neutral09:51PM 14
about this project.  And I'm thinking to grant a09:51PM 15
variance to make something different from the master09:51PM 16
plan, which is this is our plan, this is the basis of09:51PM 17
what we doing, like a community and a town, and this09:51PM 18
plan is not for nothing, it's there, we should bring09:51PM 19
something that's so beneficial for this community,09:51PM 20
substantially beneficial, and I think this was one of09:52PM 21
the considerations of the Medici reconciliation plan,09:52PM 22
that substantial improvement saw we can make a09:52PM 23
difference and it came straight from the master plan.09:52PM 24

And I think that being here to support09:52PM 25
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our residents and being residents of this town, we09:52PM 1
should listen to what they feel.  And that's, for me,09:52PM 2
one of the main points.  It's very important.09:52PM 3
Nothing proved to me that they're not right for what09:52PM 4
they want.09:52PM 5

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Okay.09:52PM 6
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  So your feeling is09:52PM 7

it's not a benefit to the community with this09:52PM 8
application?09:52PM 9

MS. FENDIAN:  It's not a negative09:52PM 10
thing, but at the same time it's not something that09:52PM 11
you really improve the quality of our community.09:52PM 12
That's what I think.  I might be wrong, this is a09:52PM 13
personal opinion.09:53PM 14

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Anybody else have09:53PM 15
anything to say?09:53PM 16

MR. NEWMAN:  I'm just going to say one09:53PM 17
more thing and then I've said everything I have to09:53PM 18
say.09:53PM 19

Also, I mean, Woodcliff Lake is not in09:53PM 20
a vacuum.  We have a triboro ambulance corps, we09:53PM 21
share a school system, and I know that there are a09:53PM 22
large number of units that have gone up in some of09:53PM 23
these neighboring towns.  And it's relevant to me to09:53PM 24
the extent that, you know, to the extent that the09:53PM 25
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applicant argues that we don't have this and we need09:53PM 1
it, I do take into consideration the fact that there09:53PM 2
are so many other units going up within our school09:53PM 3
district, within our kind of tri, Park Ridge,09:53PM 4
Montvale and Woodcliff Lake all have a very close09:53PM 5
relationship.  I think the courts are even combined.09:53PM 6
And so I don't feel that this is a use that's lacking09:54PM 7
within the community and therefore we need it.09:54PM 8

I don't know if we need it, and, again,09:54PM 9
I just want to reiterate that I don't think that the09:54PM 10
use itself would be so terrible, but I think that09:54PM 11
it's the number of units and square footage for the09:54PM 12
units, that's really for me the crux of it.  It's too09:54PM 13
many units, not enough property, not enough space.09:54PM 14
It just makes it, frankly, incompatible with the09:54PM 15
borough.09:54PM 16

MS. EFFRON-MALLEY:  Just to piggyback09:54PM 17
on what Gary was saying, there are no amenities,09:54PM 18
there's nothing there.  I mean, I look every so often09:54PM 19
to downsize.  There is no reason for me to downsize09:54PM 20
there.  You know, I go from four bedrooms to 1 or 209:55PM 21
and not have my backyard and not have the things that09:55PM 22
I have in my own home.  Why would I as a resident see09:55PM 23
that as a benefit?  So it's lacking.09:55PM 24

MR. HAYES:  And I think, just to add to09:55PM 25
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Gary's point on the amount of the units and the09:55PM 1
density.  I think one problem that was spoken about09:55PM 2
at length here which we haven't yet discussed right09:55PM 3
now, is its immediate proximity to the intersection09:55PM 4
which, anyone who lives in town, understands that09:55PM 5
that intersection can be time-consuming and troubling09:55PM 6
as it is.09:55PM 7

Now, I understand we had expert09:55PM 8
testimony on the peak hours of traffic, but I think09:55PM 9
we're just looking at it from a superficial viewpoint09:55PM 10
when we do that, because a residential only09:56PM 11
development is going to encompass a 24-hour a day09:56PM 12
seven-day a week traffic flow and not just a normal09:56PM 13
working hours traffic flow.  And I think that09:56PM 14
compounds the issue that Gary is pointing out with09:56PM 15
the number of units.09:56PM 16

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Would somebody09:56PM 17
like to propose a motion?09:56PM 18

MR. SPIRIG:  Well, I was just going to09:56PM 19
say, I don't want to speak for anybody that hasn't09:56PM 20
spoken yet, but for the people that have spoken so09:56PM 21
far, I don't have one positive thing that comes out09:56PM 22
of this development project.  Clearly the negatives09:56PM 23
outweigh any positives that there may be.  There has09:56PM 24
to be something said for the people who live in the09:56PM 25
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area, the people who are directly affected by this09:57PM 1
and their concerns for that.09:57PM 2

So because of that, I'll be happy to09:57PM 3
make the motion that we deny the application.  Based09:57PM 4
on --09:57PM 5

MR. NEWMAN:  I would just like to give09:57PM 6
anybody else --09:57PM 7

MR. SPIRIG:  Yes.09:57PM 8
MR. NEWMAN:  -- a chance, before I09:57PM 9

accept it.09:57PM 10
MR. PRINCIOTTO:  Not to put you on the09:57PM 11

spot, you don't have to say anything if you don't09:57PM 12
want to, but it's up to you.09:57PM 13

MR. DHAWAN:  I could say a lot, but09:57PM 14
I've heard my colleagues, and, you know, one of the09:57PM 15
things that hit me immediately through this process09:57PM 16
is the fact that this project, we haven't heard any09:57PM 17
proof, like Gary started out by saying that the09:57PM 18
office project is not feasible.  We didn't hear09:57PM 19
anything about that.  I didn't see any compelling09:57PM 20
argument by this to go forward as a residential or09:57PM 21
not to make office.09:58PM 22

The other thing that really bothered me09:58PM 23
about this project is, and it came to be expressed09:58PM 24
many times tonight is this is the worst intersection09:58PM 25
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in town.  I dread going that way.  I have friends on09:58PM 1
that side, and I go all the way around the other way09:58PM 2
to avoid this intersection.  I don't know what would09:58PM 3
come of this project in reality, but I would think09:58PM 4
that the testimony for traffic was fair to really09:58PM 5
what's going to be coming.  I think that it was a09:58PM 6
little bit sugar-coated, to say the least.  I think09:58PM 7
that the percentages of traffic that were displayed09:58PM 8
for certain periods of time maybe true, but it's very09:58PM 9
true that in a residential complex like this you're09:58PM 10
going to have constant traffic.  I experience it09:59PM 11
where I work and a project was put up similar, across09:59PM 12
from offices, and the residential aspect is much more09:59PM 13
than the office aspect.09:59PM 14

So, I mean, I can keep going on.  I09:59PM 15
think everyone else has said a lot of what I'm also09:59PM 16
feeling, so I think, you know, again, this high09:59PM 17
density project is not indicative of what I don't09:59PM 18
think anyone in this town wants.  That's another09:59PM 19
aspect that I'm hearing.  And I don't see a positive09:59PM 20
from anyone that I've heard speak.09:59PM 21

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Okay.09:59PM 22
MR. DHAWAN:  There's a couple of09:59PM 23

highlighted points that stick with me right now.09:59PM 24
CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Thank you.09:59PM 25
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MR. NEWMAN:  I consider the traffic to09:59PM 1
be off-site condition.  It's not the applicant's09:59PM 2
responsibility.  So while it doesn't change my10:00PM 3
opinion in any way, in my analysis that doesn't come10:00PM 4
into account.10:00PM 5

CHAIRWOMAN HEMBREE:  Okay.  We have a10:00PM 6
motion on the floor to deny.10:00PM 7

May I have a second?10:00PM 8
MS. EFFRON-MALLEY:  I'll second that.10:00PM 9
